Final Submission Requirements

The following drawings should be carefully prepared using hand or digital tools. All drawings must follow architectural conventions and be titled with scale.  If the specified scale does not work with the overall presentation layout, it may be altered, and a graphic  or numeric scale is required.
	Building/Site Plan   
	1/32” = 1’ – 0”
or graphical scale
	Show building and immediate neighbors:  Almon and Jackson Streets, adjacent building North, South and West and parking lot across the street on Jackson. North Arrow

	Building Plan (s)
	1/16” = 1’ – 0”

or graphic scale
	Include significant exterior spaces.  


	Building Elevations (2)
	1/16” = 1’ – 0”

or graphic scale
	Two facades.  

	Building longitudinal section drawing
	1/16” = 1’ – 0”

or graphic scale
	Extend at least 20 feet beyond the building

	Section model of the structure 
	1/8” = 1’ – 0”


	Model should show one section of the structure: one bay with two frames to show how they are connected.

	2 Perspectives
	NTS
	One interior and one exterior perspective drawn from eye level and showing users, interior/exterior finishes and elements as appropriate.

	Building model including 10 ft of surrounding context
	1/16” = 1’ – 0”


	Model should represent construction materials, and may open at wall or roof to show interior spaces. Mount on a continuous rigid base (i.e. 1/8” plywood, chipboard or similar as consistent with model) and not much larger than building/program requirements, but including adjacent facades to N & S.

Presentation Design

Your presentation should clearly illustrate:

· The relationship of building and landscape elements to site and location
·  Functional relationships (Building and site program) 

· Your exploration of the use of wood (IFPC) and its interaction with other materials

· A clear and cohesive design concept.
· Orient all plans in the same direction.

The submission for the competition deadline includes 2 “poster” boards and the models. An additional board is required for the final reviews.
Format


2 – 24 x 36 boards oriented vertically clipped to white foam core boards (competition submission).

Each student is assigned an entry number.  It will be 1” high and located in the lower right-hand corner of each board.  Names must be on back of boards.
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Special requirement for Final reviews

An additional board will be required for the review submission with the following content showing the design process:

· Precedent analysis (final(s) used).

· Conceptual study (abstraction and other explorations)
· Sequential explanation of the schematic design process (carefully selected and presented 
· Diagram(s) that demonstrate how accessibility, circulation and egress aspects were addressed.

· Diagram(s) that illustrate how the structure was solved.
